From poodles to retrievers, all dogs are eligible. The sport is gaining popularity because entire families spend time with their best pooch. While professionals compete with vigor, boomers love it for the canine bond and kids learn to coach their dog for the first time.


Splash Dogs, presented by Bronco Motors Hyundai and sponsored in part by KTVB News Channel 7 television, comes to Western Idaho Fair August 15. Interested canines (i.e. owners) are encouraged to sign up now on the Western Idaho Fair Web site: idahofair.com and then click Splash Dogs. Competition waves will be held daily during the fair; open and professional finals are held Sunday August 24. 

Entry fees for the event are $10 per dog for standard waves; competition waves run $20 per dog, per wave. In partnership with the Meridian Valley Humane Society, Splash Dogs will donate $1 per entry to the society. Online entries close August 12, but competitors can still enter during the open dock calls throughout fair week if they miss the deadline. Dogs must enter only through the west service gate and once at the Splash Dogs location, may not cross into the fairgrounds campus. Owners are encouraged to bring temporary kennels for their dogs and follow the guidelines provided by Splash Dogs on their Web site.
